“Since 2000, Cotter has served as an assistant principal at Middletown’s Success Academy, an 

alternative education program designed to accommodate high school students who do not 

thrive in a traditional classroom. The program, conducted at the Manchester building on the 

high school’s campus, largely mixes online learning and teacher tutoring…. 

 “I think her experiences at Success Academy helped her to be well-rounded and helped her 

explore different avenues,” Rasmussen said. “You can reach young adults in a variety of ways. 

It’s helped form some of her philosophies, I’m sure.” 

Cotter, who holds a master’s degree from James Madison University and a bachelor’s degree 

from the University of Notre Dame, said her experiences at the Success Academy have put faces 

to the numbers who represent the district’s most struggling students. Before enrolling in Success 

Academy, students go through a detailed interview process with their parents present. 

“I’ve heard the dilemmas many of our families are in — there are different needs for different 

stakeholders in our community,” she said. “Middletown High School has a huge variety of 

learners.” 

A point of pride was that roughly 16 percent of MHS’ most recent graduating class was made up 

of students enrolled in Success Academy, Cotter said. 

“No two students are alike,” she said. “Sometimes we think advanced students are cut from one 

cloth and others are cut from another cloth. I think we need to pay particular attention to 

serving students in a way that recognizes individual differences, supports them, and allows for 

a transition onto a successful and productive life.”
