CHRISTIAN FORMATION: Retreats

To achieve our goal of offering students a total program of Christian formation,
students apply the lessons taught in Religion classes through the experience of retreats.

Our Social Ministry program requires students to participate in class projects as
sophomores, and to work with a social service agency during junior and senior years. All
students are required to give service (for no pay) to the wider community.

Our retreat programs introduce students to the Christian tradition of retreats,
which imitate Jesus’ own practice of withdrawing from life’s business in order to reflect
and pray. Every student is required to attend the retreat appropriate to her/his grade
level. Freshmen and sophomores attend a one-day retreat each focusing on an issue
relevant to teenagers. Juniors attend a two-day retreat. Seniors attend the 4-day Kairos
retreat that is presented by their peers and Bishop Fenwick faculty.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT

Advanced Placement courses offer students the opportunity to do college-level
studies in the eleventh and twelfth grades. Upon completion of the AP course, students
are expected to take the nationally administered examination in May. As a result of their
performance on the examination, they may receive college credit hours for each
examination taken. This enables a student who is successful on the exam(s) and in the
course(s) to enter college at a level beyond that of a beginning freshman. Entrance into an
AP course requires a minimum of a "B" average in the subject and the recommendation of
the subject teacher. Currently, Advanced Placement is offered in AP U.S. History, AP
English IV, AP Calculus, AP Government and AP Physics.

AUDIT POLICY

Audits will be approved only under unusual circumstances. Students auditing a
course will be required to do all work, tests, etc. An audit form requiring signatures from
the principal, teacher, parent and student must be completed. Students with a grade of D
or lower, under unusual circumstances, might be granted permission to repeat the course.

AWARD OF MERIT

The requirements listed below have been adopted for the Award of Merit. This
certificate will be awarded by the State Board of Education to all those who meet the
criteria specified below.

English 4 units (May include 1 unit of fundamentals of speech.)

Mathematics 3 units (Must include 1 unit of algebra and 1 unit of
geometry.)

Science — 3 units (Must include 2 units from among biology, chemistry
and physics.)

Social Studies — 3 units (Must include 2 units of history and 1/2 unit of civics
or government.)

Foreign Language -~ 3 units (Must include no less than 2 units of any language for

which credit is sought i.e., 3 units of one language or 2
units each of two languages.)
Complete 2 units from one or more of the following, or 2 additional units from one or
more of the areas listed A.1 through A.5 above.
a. Business
b. Computer Science
c. Visual or Performing Arts

CANCELLATION OF COURSES

An elective class may not be offered in a given year or semester if low enrollment
in the class or staffing shortage warrants its cancellation.



CLASS RANK

Fenwick High School does not provide class rank because of the relatively
homogenous abilities within a selective population.

All students continuously enrolled for seven semesters whose cumulative GPA is
4.25 or higher at the end of the 3 quarter senior year will be named co-valedictorians. In
the event that no student has a 4.25 GPA, the student with highest GPA will be named
valedictorian.

COLLEGE ADMISSION

Most state/private universities recommend or require the following units of high
school study, in addition to ACT/SAT scores:

4 English
3 Mathematics
3 Sciences

3 Social Studies
2 or 3 Foreign Language
1 Fine Arts (visual or performing arts)

COLLEGE CORNER

Fenwick's College Corner is located within the media center. It is stocked for
interested students in ALL grades. Students and parents are encouraged to browse the
resources covering everything from college selection, to ACT/SAT testing, to the Armed
Services. There are also many viewbooks and college catalogs from schools all over the
country. New information appears DAILY!

Students and parents are welcome to TAKE and use literature that is NOT marked
with a neon label; there are multiple copies of many items. You will also find posters
listing open house dates and numerous scholarship opportunities. If you'd like to see a
specific resource, please see a counselor.

COLLEGE COURSES / DUAL ENROLLMENT

Several advanced level courses offered at Fenwick are eligible for dual credit from
local universities. Current courses include Honors Spanish IV, Honors Latin IV, AP
Calculus and Religious Studies. Teachers for these courses will provide registration
information for students when the class begins and it is the student’s responsibility to
pay any fees associated with dual enrollment. If opting for dual enrollment status,
students will receive college and high school credit and grades for completion of the
coursework.



COLLEGE COURSES / PSEO

Post-Secondary Education Option is an approved program by the Ohio Legislature
whereby students can earn high school and college credit(s) while at Fenwick. A
minimum of three college hours will translate to one-half (0.50) high school credit.
Interested students should meet with a guidance counselor in the spring of their junior
year. All PSEO courses MUST be scheduled after school or on Saturdays. Grades WILL
NOT be included in the student’s cumulative average although the credit will count
toward graduation.

COUNSELING

The guidance program at Fenwick High School consists of counseling and
informational services, college planning activities and testing procedures. It is the goal of
the guidance office to help the student to understand his/her potential, to assist in the
recognition of the dignity, worth and needs of the individual, and to help each student
make appropriate plans for his/her future. Guidance involves the cooperation and
assistance of students, parents, teachers and administrators.

Requests to see the counselor:

1. Students can sign in to see a Counselor in the Main Office.

2. The counselor will issue a Call Slip to the student indicating the date and time of the
scheduled appointment.

3. In an emergency or urgent situation, a student needs only to request from the
classroom teacher permission to see the counselor. If possible, the teacher will
permit the student to come to the counseling office.

CREDITS

25 credits are required for graduation from Bishop Fenwick High School 2013 and
earlier. Starting with the Class of 2014 students will be required to have 26 credits for
graduation.

EXAMINATIONS

Formal examinations are given at the end of each semester and the semester
examination grade is recorded on the student report card. Semester averages are
computed as follows:

0.40 quarter grade
0.40 quarter grade
0.20 semester exam
1.00 semester average

FOREIGN EXCHANGE STUDENTS

Foreign exchange students will receive Certificates of Attendance at graduation
ceremonies. Teachers can exercise the option of assigning "P" for passing or "F" for failing
if they do not wish to give letter grades to foreign exchange students. The principal must
approve of any foreign exchange student(s) wishing to pursue a diploma from Bishop
Fenwick High School.

FULL YEAR COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Students who are enrolled in a full year course may fail that course and receive no
credit if they do not pass the second semester. When a student receives a grade of F for
the first semester of a full year course, a second semester grade of C is usually required to
pass the course for the year and receive credit.

HONOR ROLL REQUIREMENTS

Requirement for First Honors: 3.5 grade point average
Requirement for Second Honors: 3.0 grade point average

A student may not receive an "F" and still make Honor Roll. Attendance will be
reviewed before Honor Roll selection is finalized.

INDEPENDENT STUDY

Independent studies are classes currently being offered but taken by a student
outside of the regular classroom setting. These may be done through state-certified tutor
or classroom teacher. Permission of the Administration is required. An Independent
Study Contract must be completed. Hours of instruction must follow these guidelines:

60 hours of instruction = 1/2 credit
120 hours of instruction = 1 credit

No independent study will be allowed in order to accommodate PSEO.



INTERIM REPORTS

Interim reports are posted on SchoolOne halfway through each quarter to every
student in all courses. Dates for Interims will be published in the school calendar.
Eligibility for all co-curriculars, including athletics may be lost or gained (provided State
minimum requirements are maintained) on the basis of Interims.

The goal of the Media
Center is to provide instructional support services and materials to all curricular subjects,
and to assist students in using technology and finding information. Students must observe
the Acceptable Use Policy in the Handbook for using the Internet.



NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY

This prestigious national organization seeks annually to honor the most
outstanding students in the country. The purpose of the National Honor Society is to
recognize and encourage academic achievement while also developing other
characteristics essential for good citizenship. These ideals of scholarship, character,
service, and leadership remain as relevant today as they were when the NHS was
founded in 1921. Membership is both an honor and a commitment. We at Bishop
Fenwick High School, following the guidelines set up by NHS, require a cumulative GPA
of 3.5 based on 4.25 semesters as a prerequisite for consideration for membership.
Students will be assessed on leadership, moral character, responsibility to duties, and
respect for others.

NCAA REQUIREMENTS Academic-Eligibility Requirements

Division I
If you want to participate in athletics or receive an athletics scholarship during your first
year, you must:
* Graduate from high school;
* Complete these 16 core courses:
- 4 years of English
- 3 years of math (algebra 1 or higher)
- 2 years of natural or physical science (including one year of lab science if offered
by your high school)
- 1 extra year of English, math, or natural or physical science
- 2 years of social science
- 4 years of extra core courses (from any category above, or foreign language,
nondoctrinal religion or philosophy)
* Earn a minimum required grade-point average in your core courses; and
* Earn a combined SAT or ACT sum score that matches your core-course grade-point
average and test score sliding scale (for example, a 2.400 core-course grade-point
average needs an 860 SAT).
Division II 2008 - 2013
If you enroll in a Division II college and want to participate in athletics or receive an
athletics scholarship during your first year, you must:
* Graduate from high school,;
* Complete these 14 core courses:
- 3 years of English
- 2 years of math (algebra 1 or higher)
- 2 years of natural or physical science (including one year of lab science if offered
by your high school)
- 2 additional years of English, math, or natural or physical science
- 2 years of social science
- 3 years of extra core courses (from any category above, or foreign language,
nondoctrinal religion or philosophy); « Earn a 2.000 grade-point average or
better in your core courses
* Earn a 2.000 grade-point average or better in your core courses; and
* Earn a combined SAT score of 820 or an ACT sum score of 68.



NCAA REQUIREMENTS - continued

Division II 2013 and Later
If you enroll in a Division II college on or after August 1, 2013, and want to participate in
athletics or receive an athletics scholarship during your first year, you must:
e Graduate from high school;
* Complete these 16 core courses:
- 3 years of English
- 2 years of math (algebra 1 or higher)
- 2 years of natural or physical science (including one year of lab science if offered
by your high school)
- 3 additional years of English, math, or natural or physical science
- 2 years of social science
- 4 years of additional core courses (from any category above, or foreign language,
nondoctrinal religion or philosophy);
* Earn a 2.000 grade-point average or better in your core courses; and
* Earn a combined SAT score of 820 or an ACT sum score of 68.

OHIO GRADUATION TEST

State law requires that all students, unless exempted by a documented
handicapping condition, must pass all of the Ohio Graduation before receiving a high
school diploma.

PARTICIPATION IN CO-CURRICULARS

1. Any student whose GPA for quarter grades is below 1.8 is Fenwick ineligible
for all co-curricular activities including athletics, until the next interim
grades or “study table grade checks” are determined. A student earns the
right to a “study table grade check” by attending 6 Study Tables offered
during the two-week period following the declaration of ineligibility. If, at that
time the GPA is at least 1.8, eligibility is restored for the quarter.

2. A student whose GPA for the quarter is above 1.8 loses Fenwick eligibility at
Interims if he or she is not passing at least 4 courses leading to a full credit
towards graduation.

3. No student will be permitted to participate in the athletic program without
the annual completion of the Ohio High School Athletic Association
Preparticipation Physical Evaluation.

4. Participation in athletics also requires “state” eligibility: a student must have
received passing grades in at least five credits during the preceding quarter.
State ineligibility extends for an entire quarter.

S. A student who falls behind in service can lose eligibility for co-curriculars.
The following steps are taken when a student fails to meet requirements or
deadlines.

a. The student will have an interview with Campus Ministry and religion
teachers. A deadline of two weeks will be set to get caught up. Parents
will be notified regarding the deficiency and the danger of losing
eligibility.



PARTICIPATION IN CO-CURRICULARS - continued

b. If not caught up after the two-week period, the student is declared
ineligible for two weeks. During this time the student may do service.

c. Eligibility is restored after the two weeks if service is caught up.

NOTE: A student may be declared ineligible at anytime at the discretion of

the assistant principal or the athletic director in consultation with the

principal.

SCHEDULE CHANGE POLICY

Students need to take course selection seriously and understand that curriculum and
staffing decisions are based on student course selections. Courses should be selected
with care — once classes have begun, it is extremely difficult and often impossible to
change courses.

Student initiated schedule changes will only be considered during the first ten
school days of the fall semester for year-long courses, and during the first five
days of each semester for semester-long classes. Students must complete and
submit a Schedule Change Request Form, which may be found on the counselor
web page or obtained from a counselor.

A $20 schedule change service fee must accompany the request Jorm for
student/parent-initiated schedule changes.

Withdrawal from a course will not be honored after the first ten days of a class
without the recommendation of the classroom teacher, the guidance counselor,
and the approval of the Assistant Principal of Academics. Dissatisfaction with
grades or teacher is not justification for dropping a class. Any withdrawal made
after first quarter interims (3 weeks for semester-long classes) will be recorded as a
W on the report card and transcript. A course dropped after interims (3 weeks for
semester course) may be shown as a withdrawn/F (W/F) on the report card and
transcript.

If a student has waived into a course, withdrawal from that course will not be
honored without the recommendation of the classroom teacher, the guidance
counselor and the approval of the Assistant Principal of Academics.

In the event that class size is not balanced at the beginning of a semester, the
school may initiate schedule changes (course times, not course selections) to help
with the balance.

STUDY TABLES

Study Tables are held Monday through Friday from 7:30 to 8:15 a.m. in the library.

Any student is welcome to attend in order to study or get help with coursework.

SUMMER SCHOOL

Ordinarily, students may not take required courses in summer school unless they
have failed the courses during the regular school year. (A failing grade is counted in the
GPA.) .

Students who take a summer school course may have credit from any accredited high
school program transferred to Fenwick. Summer school provides students with the
opportunity to take enrichment courses, improve achievement, develop skills, and make
up work in courses that were failed or only partially completed.

If a student wishes to make up a credit through private tutoring, the tutor must be a
state-certified teacher. Permission of the Administration is required. An Independent
Study Contract must be completed.

Summer school courses (enrichment or remedial, including PE) or any make-up
courses are not averaged in the GPA. Credit is awarded for a successful make-up course,
but make-up work is not counted in the GPA. Summer school courses taken before the
freshman year will appear on the high school transcript, but these credits may not be
counted toward graduation requirements or the GPA.

RELIGION DEPARTMENT

RELIGION I (#013)
Grade 9
Full year - 1 credit

Part I: “Hebrew Scriptures” is an introduction to the study of Scripture and an overview of
the Hebrew Scriptures. Students will be introduced to the contextual approach to
interpreting the Scriptures. They will examine the history of the Hebrew people, the
essential stories of faith in Scripture, and the lessons of faith that Jews and Christians
continue to learn from living the tradition of the Hebrew Scriptures.

Part II. “Christian Scriptures” will focus on the person of Jesus as the God-man who
shows us the Father and redeems us. We will also look at the Christian Scriptures (New
Testament) considering its origin and purpose and examining its meaning for Christians
today. Students will continue the contextual approach to interpreting Scriptures.

Sophomores will take Church History for one semester
and Sacraments for one semester.

CHURCH HISTORY (#024)
Grade 10
Semester - 1/2 credit

“Church History” focuses on a survey of the history of Western Christianity. The emphasis
of the survey is on the struggles of the Church to understand Jesus Christ and his
teachings as they confronted issues of being in the world but not of the world.

SACRAMENTS (#025)
Grade 10
Semester — 1/2 credit

“Sacraments” presents the student with an opportunity to explore the Catholic Church’s

tradition of sacramental theology. The student will be challenged to view the personal and
communal experiential encounters with God in Christ in the sacraments.

Juniors will take Morality for one semester and
either Peace & Justice or Christian Lifestyles for one
semester.

MORALITY (#034)
Grade 11
Semester - 1/2 credit

“Christian Morality” presents the student with the Christian morality system, and
confronts the student with a number of moral issues to be thought through within the
specific Christian system.

PEACE & JUSTICE (#035)
Grade 11, 12
Semester - 1/2 credit

“Peace and Justice” gives students the opportunity to explore how the Scriptures and
Catholic social teachings call them to justice, and fosters their ability and desire to
respond to that call. The course has three objectives: To cultivate students’ sense of
compassion by inviting them to a deeper awareness of injustice; to enable students to
critically examine society worldwide, using the values found in the Scriptures and in
Catholic teaching, and to imagine ways toward peace and justice; and to inspire students
to act to help transform the world.

CHRISTIAN LIFESTYLES (#036)
Grade 11, 12
Semester - 1/2 credit

“Christian Lifestyles” provides students with the opportunity to explore the major lifestyles
choices of single life, married life, religious life, and ordained ministry. The focus is on
developing a realistic and positive understanding of the issues relevant to each lifestyle
choice in the context of faith.

Seniors will take either Peace & Justice or Christian
Lifestyles (whichever they did not take in their Junior
year). The other semester seniors can choose from
Religious Studies, Death to Life or World Religions.

RELIGIOUS STUDIES - Dual Enrollment (#045)
Grade 12

Semester - 1/2 credit

Prerequisite: Permission of instructor

Religion 103, Introduction to Religion, a dual enrollment elective offered by the University
of Dayton in Partnership with Bishop Fenwick High School explores various dimensions
of religious beliefs and practices as found in living faith traditions. This course considers
how the beliefs and practices of the Roman Catholic community shape understandings of
what it means to be human as well as how they express meaning for humans. This
search will be guided by four themes: 1) individual and society (community/culture); 2)
humans and nature; 3) reason and faith; 4) responsibility and autonomy. It will focus on
a critical examination of the religious beliefs and practices of the Roman Catholic
community. Our search will be organized around the categories of creed, code, canon,
cult and community. The course will also consider other traditions within Christianity as
well as some aspects of the world’s other major religions in dialogue with Roman
Catholicism.

Students may opt for dual enrollment credit for this class. College credit and grades will
be awarded by the University of Dayton.

DEATH TO LIFE (#046)
Grade 12
Semester - 1/2 credit

Death to Life is a course that explores the subjects related to human suffering and death.
This course considers the practical aspects of these subjects and their faith dimension.
It is a course that is centered on four pillars or foundations—Reality, Faith, Tradition, and
Experience. The course is firmly grounded in Reality because suffering and death are
important and inevitable parts of life. In the course, we will look at specifics of

death from many perspectives. The pillar of faith will be explored because of the belief in
the redemptive value of suffering, and in the resurrection of Jesus as the central core of
the Gospel message. The course will examine the different aspects of the Paschal
Mystery and its interrelationship with our own lives through suffering and death. The
course will include the Tradition of the Church; looking at how doctrine, history, liturgy,
Canon Law, morality, and spirituality relate to suffering and death. Finally, this course
will be immersed in the universal and personal human experience, as death happens to
everyone in all cultures.

WORLD RELIGIONS (#047)
Grade 12
Semester - 1/2 credit

The purpose of "World Religions" is to help students understand the ways in which the
Catholic Church relates to non-Catholic Christians as well as the other religions of the
world. Building on the foundation that Christ established the Church and entrusted to
her God's revelation, this course is intended to help students recognize the ways in which
important spiritual truths can also be found in non-Catholic Christian churches and
non-Christian religions. It is also intended to help them recognize the ways in which
other systems of belief and practice differ from the Catholic faith.

ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

Note: First year English students are placed according to standardized test scores, eighth
grade grades and teacher recommendation.

ENGLISH 9 (#111)

Grade 9

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Students are admitted according to standardized test scores, eighth
grade language arts scores, and teacher recommendation.

This course is designed to give a fundamental approach to all phases of first year English.
Areas of concentration include composition, reading comprehension, grammar skills and
literature. Reading material covered is chosen to develop basic reading skills. The
Reader's Anthology and Reading Literature are used, as are several modern paperback
novels.

ENGLISH I (#113)

Grade 9

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Students are admitted according to standardized test scores, eighth
grade language arts scores, and teacher recommendation.

This course focuses on the study of communication and literary skills. Basic grammatical
structure, sentence and paragraph development, the writing of short essays, vocabulary
development and a variety of literary genres are the basis of this first year course. Poetry,
short story, the novel, and drama are the vehicles through which writing and literary skills
are taught. Readings include such works as Summer of My German Soldier (Greene), To
Kill a Mockingbird (Lee), Antigone (Sophocles).

HONORS ENGLISH I (#115)

Grade 9

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Students are chosen based on entrance test scores and writing
sample.

Content and objectives are similar to those of English I. Higher standards prevail for
writing, reading and literary analysis.

ENGLISH 10 (#121)

Grade 10

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Students are placed according to 9th grade English grades and teacher
recommendation.

This course is offered to sophomores who indicate an academic required strengthening in
the areas of reading and writing, and grammar. Reading material is chosen to acclimate
the student in the area of analytical thinking and writing. Some reading material
includes: Night (Wiesel), To Kill a Mockingbird (Lee), and Wish You Well (Baldacci).

ENGLISH II (#123)
Grade 10

Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: English I

Included in this course is a survey of multi-cultural literature, intensive development of the
multi-paragraph essay, a continuation of basic grammatical conventions and vocabulary
enrichment. Activities are designed to encourage writing, editing and revision of one's
work. Readings include such works as Night (Wiesel), The Good Earth (Buck), Their
Eyes Were Watching God (Hurston), and How the Garcia Girls Lost Their Accent (Alvarez).

HONORS ENGLISH II (#125)

Grade 10

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and an A average in English I or Honors English I

This course includes a survey of multi-cultural literature, intensive development of the
multi-paragraph essay, and vocabulary enrichment. Activities are designed to encourage
critical thinking as well as writing, editing, and revision of one’s work. Students are
expected to read and complete projects on four works during the summer in preparation
for this course.

ENGLISH 11 (#131)
Grade 11
Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: English 10 or II
Placement by English department recommendations.

This course includes selections from American literature, emphasizing reading
appreciation. Students will improve writing skills through literary criticism and in a
variety of practical applications.

ENGLISH III (#133)
Grade 11

Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: English II

This course includes a chronological survey of American Literature beginning with the
Puritans period and ending with 20th century authors. Special attention is given to
writing the multi-paragraph essay and a major research paper coordinated with the social
studies department. Reading may include The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn (Twain),
Catcher in the Rye (Salinger), Johnny Got His Gun (Trumbo).
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HONORS ENGLISH III (#135)

Grade 11

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and an A average in English II or Honors
English II

This course includes a survey of American literature with more emphasis on composition
and analytical thinking than in English III. Emphasis is placed on background
information that gives historical relevance to the literature of the time. The required
reading list has included such works as As I Lay Dying (Faulkner), The Scarlet Letter
(Hawthrone), Ethan Frome (Wharton), and My Antonia (Cather). Summer reading will be
required.

ENGLISH 12 (#141)
Grade 12
Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: English III or English 11
Placement by English department recommendations.

This course includes selections from British literature, emphasizing reading appreciation.
Students will improve writing skills through literary criticism and in a variety of practical
applications.

ENGLISH IV (#143)
Grade 12

Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: English III

This course includes a chronological survey of British Literature beginning with Beowulf
and ending with 20th century authors. Some of the works to be read include Grendel,
Jane Eyre, and Canterbury Tales as well as Hamlet or Othello. During the year special
attention is given to writing the multi-paragraph expository essay. Themes for these
writings come from the literary material being covered. Through reading and writing,
English IV encourages independent thought.

AP ENGLISH 1V (#147)

Grade 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and an A average in English IIl or Honors English
II.

This course fosters analytical thinking and carefully developed writing skills through the
study of a wide range of classic literature. Students are expected to read and analyze four
works during the summer. During the school year, the following are required readings:
Hamlet, Henry IV, Part I, Becket (Anouilh), Murder in the Cathedral (Eliiot), Jane Eyre
(Bronté), Wide Sargasso Sea (Rhys), Crime and Punishment (Dostoevsky).

Students study thematic short stories and poetry as well as write an analytical research
paper. At the end of the year, students take the AP English Literature Exam, which can
earn college credit or advanced status in college English classes.
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LITERATURE ON FILM (#151)
Grade 10, 11, 12

Semester - 1/2 credit
Prerequisite: None

Students analyze and compare text and film versions of classical and modern novels, and
non-fiction.

DRAMA ON FILM (#152)
Grade 10, 11, 12
Semester - 1/2 credit
Prerequisite: None

This class is similar to #151; however dramatic literature is the focus.

MYTHOLOGY (#153)
Grade 10, 11, 12
Semester - 1/4 credit
Prerequisite: None

Mythology focuses on the Greco-Roman gods and heroes. Students will study the
historical and religious background of the stories and their effect on our Western
Civilizations.

WRITING WORKSHOP (#161)

Grades 11, 12

Semester - 1/4 credit

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation; open only to students in English III and IV.

This course helps students to develop their writing skills. Work is individualized, matched
to students’ needs.

CREATIVE WRITING (#162)

Grade 11, 12

Semester - 1/4 credit

The class engages in writing in the various genres.

PUBLIC SPEAKING (#170)
Grade 11, 12

Semester - 1/2 credit
Prerequisite: English II

This course develops the skills necessary for effective public speaking and debate. It

includes analysis of great speakers, observed public speaking, winning decisions in
argumentation, legislative debate, and parliamentary procedures.
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INTRODUCTION TO THEATRE (#171)
Grades 10, 11, 12

Semester - 1/2 credit

Note: Fulfills .5 credit of fine arts requirement.

The study of theatre fosters personal expression and self confidence and provides insight
into the human character. The concept of teamwork and responsibility are stressed.
Basic elements of productions, acting styles, script analysis, theatre history, character
development, diction, vocal skills and an awareness of the body as an actors’ instrument
will be presented. Class performance work includes: theatre games & exercises,
improvisations, monologues, duet scenes, readers’ theatre, and audition preparation.

THEATRE ARTS (#172)

Grades 10, 11, 12

Semester - 1/2 credit; fulfills .5 credits of the fine arts requirement.
Prerequisite: Introduction to Theatre or teacher permission.

Theatre Arts focuses on four aspects of the theatre: acting, technical, theatre design, and
business. Students expand their acting skills through performing monologues, duet
scenes, and a class show. They work with sound and light equipment. The course also
focuses on costume, makeup, and set design. Students apply the “business” aspect of
theatre to the Spring production.

YEARBOOK (#181)

Grade 10, 11, 12

Full year - 1/2 credit

Prerequisite: Permission of the instructor

The students in this course are responsible for publishing Fenwick's yearbook, the Turres.
Students learn the basics of layout design, copy writing and editing. The class plans the
book and implements the design. They are also responsible for advertising sales. The
Adobe Pagemaker and Photoshop are used for layouts. Counts as English credit and for
technology requirements.

PUBLICATIONS (#184)

Grade 11, 12

Full year - 1/2 credit

Prerequisite: Permission of the instructor

Students who have displayed an ability to write clear and concise paragraphs will have the
responsibility of publishing the "Fenwick Connection"; a school newsletter. Students will
learn about interviewing, writing news and feature stories, proofreading, page layout,
headline writing, desktop publishing and mailing requirements. The class will publish the
"Forte", a literary/art magazine of student work.
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GATEWAY TO COLLEGE (#183)
Grades 11, 12

Semester - 1/2 credit
Prerequisite: None

This collaboration with the Warren County Career Center will provide an opportunity for
students to explore what it takes to get into college and what happens when you get
there. Students will prepare to take the ACT/SAT tests for college admission by learning
test questions formats, vocabulary, and time restraints as well as test taking strategies
and tips. Students will also discuss selecting a college, filling out an application,
financial aid, scholarships, grants and loans, dorm life, nutrition and wellness, everyday
survival skills, communication skills and decision making.

GATEWAY TO CAREERS (#186)
Grades 11,12

Semester - 1/2 credit
Prerequisite: None

This collaboration with Warren County Career Center will provide students the
opportunity to explore careers via the Kuder Career Inventory System. Students will
complete portfolio benchmarks and acquire skills to market themselves to colleges and
future employers. Benchmarks addressed include individuality, philosophy of life,
college and job applications, money management, education and career goal plans,
teamwork, communication, and personal management skills. Final portfolio and
powerpoint presentations will be submitted to the Career Mentorship Committee for the
semester grade.

STUDY SKILLS (#193)
Grade 9

Semester - 1/4 credit
Prerequisite: None

This class covers organizational skills, outlining, note-taking, SQ3R reading technique, test
taking skills, library orientation, and other topics to enhance the ability to learn. This
class also helps to prepare the student for the Ohio Graduation Test.

LEADERSHIP SKILLS (#194)
Grade 9

Semester - 1/4 credit
Prerequisite: None

The objectives of Leadership Skills are to develop speaking skills and interpersonal skills

necessary for effective leadership. This class also helps develop skills necessary for the
Ohio Graduation Test.
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MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT

ALGEBRA I (#212)
Grades 9

Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: none

Students will study the basics of algebra, order of operations, linear equations,
exponents, factoring, rational expressions, graphing linear equations and inequalities,
systems of linear equations, and irrational numbers. Less emphasis will be placed on
statistics and other applications than the Accelerated Algebra I course.

ACCELERATED ALGEBRA | (#214)

Grade 9, 10

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Above average performance on entrance exam/standardized tests and 8th
grade math, or pre-algebra with at least a C average

Students study real number properties applied to algebraic expressions, and solve
equations and inequalities. = Other topics include polynomials, factoring, rational
expressions, graphing, systems of equations, functions, inequalities in two variables,
irrational numbers, quadratic formula, and statistics.

HONORS MATH I (#216)

Grade 9

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Superior performance on the entrance exam/standardized tests and
pre-algebra or algebra course in 8t grade

Students will cover the entire Algebra I curriculum during the first part of the year. Topics
will include properties of real numbers, solving equations and inequalities, graphing,
polynomials, functions, systems of equations, rational expressions, irrational numbers,
and statistics. The later portion of the class will cover the first half of the Geometry
curriculum. Topics will include postulates, definitions and theorems of two-dimensional
figures, angle relationships, parallel and perpendicular lines, polygons, reflections and
composites of reflections, congruent and similar figures, perimeter, area and the
Pythagorean Theorem.

GEOMETRY (#262)

Grades 10, 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Recommendation of teacher only

Students will study lines, angles, polygons, transformations, congruent, triangles, parallel
lines, and quadrilaterals; measurements of angles, segments, perimeter, area, surface
area, and volume; congruence and similarity; and right triangle trigonometry. Less
emphasis will be placed on formal proofs and coordinate geometry than in the Accelerated
Geometry course.
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ACCELERATED GEOMETRY (#264)

Grades 10, 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Algebra I, with at least a C average

Students study definitions, postulates and theorems of two-dimensional and three-
dimensional Euclidean geometry. Topics include relationships between angles, parallel
and perpendicular lines, polygons, reflections and composites of reflections. Other topics
include congruent figures, similar figures, perimeter, area, surface area, volume,
Pythagorean Theorem, coordinate geometry, constructions and proofs.

HONORS MATH II (#227)

Grade 10

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Honors Math I or equivalent.

Students complete the study of Geometry; topics include relationships within triangles,
classifying quadrilaterals, areas of plane figures, similarity, right-triangle trigonometry,
surface area and volume of solids, properties of circles, and transformations. Further
algebra topics include combinatorics, probability, statistics, conic sections, matrix
operations and regression.

ALGEBRA II (#231)

Grade 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Recommendation of teacher only

Students will study the topics of real number operations, linear equations and inequalities,
graphing, polynomials, exponents, factoring, rational expressions, radical equations,
quadratic equations, exponential and logarithmic functions, and trigonometry. An
emphasis will be placed on applications of the topics to a variety of fields of study.

ACCELERATED ALGEBRA II (#232)

Grades 10, 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Accelerated Algebra I, with at least a C average

Students study real number operations; equations and inequalities; graphs, functions and
variation; polynomials, exponents and factoring. Other topics may include rational
expressions; irrational and complex numbers; radical equations; quadratic equations;
quadratic graphs of systems of equations; conic sections; exponential and logarithmic
functions; arithmetic and geometric series; triangle trigonometry, and matrices.
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HONORS PRE-CALCULUS (#246)

Grades 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Completion of Honors Math II or Accelerated Algebra II with at least a B
average; Teacher Recommendation

Students will graph, and analyze elementary functions; exponential and logarithmic
functions and their applications; trigonometry topics including periodic functions, solving
trig equations, triangle trig, and various trig formulas; complex numbers in polar
coordinates; vectors, sequences and series; introduction to limits and derivatives.

FINITE MATHEMATICS (#244)
Grade 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: None

This class is designed for students who wish to explore math topics outside of the
traditional high-school curriculum. Topics include: election theory, fair division and
apportionment algorithms, matrix applications for economics, graph theory and its
applications, counting and probability topics, game theory, and recursion.

STATISTICS (#291)

Grade 11, 12

Full year — 1 credit

Prerequisite: Accelerated Algebra II and teacher recommendation

Students will explore statistics through calculator-based activities. Topics include: data
gathering and analysis, data distributions, measures of central tendency, regression and
correlation, sampling, designing studies, central limit theorem, confidence intervals, tests
of significance, comparing sets of data, statistical inference.

ADVANCED ALGEBRA/TRIGONOMETRY (#243)

Grades 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: 1. Completion of Accelerated Algebra II with at least a C average;
2. Recommendation of teacher

Students consider algebra problems of a more advanced nature than what is covered in
Accelerated Algebra II. Topics include linear functions, the Fundamental Theorem of
Algebra, rational roots, matrices, vectors, sequences, series, exponential functions, and the
conic sections. The Trigonometry portion of the class discusses radians, circular
functions, graphs, and triangle trig.
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AP CALCULUS - Dual Enrollment Option (#247)

Grade 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Completion of Honors Pre-Calculus course with at least a B average;
teacher recommendation

Students complete the current Calculus (AB) syllabus of the Advanced Placement
Program. Topics include limits, derivatives, techniques of integration, applications of
derivatives and integrals, and differential equations.

Depending on availability, students will have the option of receiving dual-enrollment
credit from an area college.
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SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

BIOLOGY 9 (#312)

Grade 9

Full year - 1 credit

Criteria: Placement based upon standardized placement test scores and teacher
recommendation

This class covers the same curriculum as Biology I (#314). This class is designed for those
students who plan post-high school study at a university or college. Biology 9 is designed
for the student who can benefit from alternative teaching methodologies and whose basic
skills need strengthening. The curriculum includes: scientific method and measuring, cell
structure, function and processes, evolution, genetics, and ecology. Laboratory, inquiry
and critical thinking skills will be developed.

BIOLOGY I (#314)

Grade 9

Full year - 1 credit

Criteria: Enrollment is based upon average and above average entrance test scores in
mathematics, reading and science.

Biology I is a life science course designed to develop the student’s organization and
thinking skills. Emphasis in this class will be on lab skills, mathematical skills, critical
thinking skills and inquiry skills. The course curriculum includes: scientific method and
measuring, cell structure, function and processes, evolution, genetics and ecology. This
class requires a solid foundation in mathematics with above average reading and writing
ability. Biology I students will normally move on to Physical Science I.

HONORS BIOLOGY (#315)

Grade 9

Full year — 1 credit

Prerequisite: Selection by a committee of teachers based upon high Placement test scores
in Science, Math and Reading Comprehensive

Students entering the honors science track should have a serious interest in the sciences.
In addition, students entering this track must be self-motivated and have excellent study
skills. Honors Biology has a laboratory based curriculum that includes topics in The
Science of Biology, Organic Chemistry, Ecology, Genetics, Evolution and Structure vs.
Function with a focus on plant and animal structure. An integral part of the curriculum
will be quarterly projects that will include laboratory and research work. A research
project will be part of the grade.
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PHYSICAL SCIENCE 10 (#320)

Grades 10

Full year - 1 credit

Criteria: Placement based on teacher recommendation

This class covers the same curriculum as Physical Science I (#322). This class is designed
for those students who plan post-high school study at a university or college. Laboratory,
inquiry and critical thinking skills will be developed. Topics that are covered include:
creation, interpretation, and analysis of graphs; matter and energy, motion, velocity, and
acceleration; forces, kinetic and potential energy transformations.

PHYSICAL SCIENCE I (#322)
Grade 10
Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisites: 1) B average in Biology I or Honors Biology;
2) B or better in Accelerated Algebra or equivalent;
3) Recommendation of current science and math teachers

In Physical Science I, students will learn about the concepts involved in forces, motion,
and several types of energy. The course is built around lab situations in which student’s
actively gathering data and then interpret that data as it applies to forces, motion, and
energy. Students are required to have a good foundation in algebra, as the graph
interpretations involve mathematical skills. Therefore, placement into this class is not only
dependent upon science skills, but also on math skills. Topics that are covered include:
creation, interpretation, and analysis of graphs; motion, velocity, and acceleration; forces,
kinetic and potential energy transformations. Students will employ the use of photogates,
motion detectors, and other technology during their laboratory experience.

HONORS PHYSICAL SCIENCE (#325)

Grade 10

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisites: 1) B average or better in Honors Biology;
2) B or better in Honors Math OR A average in Accelerated Algebra I;
3) Is enrolled in Honors Math course;
4) Recommendation of current science and math teachers

This course is equivalent to a physics level course that addresses the concepts of forces,
motion, and energy. At the Honors level, students are required to have a working
knowledge of graphical analysis and a sound understanding of algebra. Students will
utilize hand-on activities and labs in order to investigate the principles of motion, velocity,
and acceleration; forces; kinetic and potential energy, elastic energy, and light energy;
chemical energy and phase changes, and energy transformations. Students will employ
the use of photogates, motion detectors and other technology during their laboratory
experience. Being an honors level class, student will experience a faster pace in the class,
a more detailed depth of content coverage, and higher expectations in their work.
Students are encouraged to take AP Physics B their junior or senior year in order to
enhance their physics background.
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CHEMISTRY 11 (#330)
Grades 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

Chemistry 11 is less dependent on math skills and follows same areas of study as
Chemistry I.

CHEMISTRY I (#332)

Grades 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: 1) B or better in current science class;
2) B or better in Accelerated Geometry or Honors Math class;
3) Is enrolled in, or has completed Accelerated Algebra II;
4) Recommendation of current science and math teacher

In theoretical chemistry the properties and behavior of matter is stressed. The topics
include physical and chemical properties of substances, atomic structure, periodic law,
formulas, equations, stoichiometry, solutions, acids and bases, and titration. Labs
accompany topic areas. Emphasis is placed on recognizing patterns and relationships that
occur in chemistry. Students must have a strong background in mathematics because
major emphasis is placed on theory and problem solving.

HONORS CHEMISTRY (#335)
Grades 11, 12
Full Year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: 1) B or better in Honors Physical Science class;
2) B or better in Honors Math Class;
3) Is enrolled in or has completed Honors Pre-Calculus;
4) Recommendation of current science teacher, math teacher, and honors
chemistry teacher

Honors Chemistry is a fast-paced, detailed exploration of the foundations of chemistry.
Topics include physical and chemical properties of substances, atomic structure,
electron configuration, periodic law, balancing equations, stoichiometry, solutions, and
acids/bases. This course differs from regular Chemistry in that students are expected to
be more independent in their learning and be capable of handling many abstract
concepts at a more thorough detail in a quicker pace. Therefore students are expected to
have well-developed critical thinking skills, a good understanding of the nature of
scientific investigation, and be able to solve problems efficiently.

BOTANY/ZOOLOGY (#333)

Grades 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: C average or better in previous science classes. Priority will be given to
seniors.

Botany/zoology is offered for students wishing to complete a detailed study of the five
kingdoms. In the first quarter the curriculum includes origin of life and an overview of
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BOTANY/ZOOLOGY (#333) - continued

evolution and classification. In the second quarter students study viruses including a unit
on AIDS and the Monera and Protista kingdoms. During the third quarter students study
ecology and a detailed study of the plant kingdom is completed. During the fourth quarter,
dissection of representative organisms from each of the major animal phyla are completed.
Students in this class must be self-starters, having the ability to complete tasks by due
dates using a syllabus.

PHYSICS (#342)
Grades 11, 12
Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: 1) B average in previous science and math classes;
2) Recommendation of the science and math teachers;
3) Currently enrolled in or have taken Honors Pre-Calculus.

Students planning careers in physical sciences, mathematics, medicine or computer
technology are encouraged to take this course. This course puts significant emphasis on
mathematical computation in supporting problem exercises. The topics covered are
mechanics, including force, motion, work, power, energy, nuclear and particle physics light
and sound. Laboratory experiments, with emphasis on critical thinking, accompany these
topics. Theory is introduced and emphasis is on problem solving in each area. Enrollment
may be limited in this class.

AP PHYSICS (#348)
Grades 11, 12
Full Year- 1 credit
Prerequisite: 1) Permission of instructor;
2) Grade of B or higher in Honors Physical Science and/or Honors
Chemistry;
3) Enrolled in Honors Pre-Calculus or AP Calculus;
4) Recommendation of current science and math teachers

AP Physics B is equivalent to an introductory college course that serves as a foundation
in physics for students wishing to enter into the physical science, engineering, or life
sciences. The course is focused on intensive studies of Newtonian mechanics and
electricity/magnetism. The use of calculus is introduced in problem-solving and
derivations and is expected to increase as the year progresses. A laboratory component
reinforces concepts with a hands-on experience. Students are expected to be
independent learners and have a basic mastery of mechanics through previous courses.
Students must be proficient in the higher math skills provided by Honors Pre-Calculus
and AP Calculus. Students should take AP Physics B concurrent with Honors Pre-
Calculus and/or AP Calculus.

CHEMISTRY II (#343)

Grades 11, 12

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Chemistry I, Accelerated Algebra Il (grade of B), Senior

Reactions and rates of reactions will be among the topics studied in this course. Acid-
base, electro, and organic chemistry as well as redox will also be analyzed.
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PHYSIOLOGY (#353)
Grades 11, 12
Full year — 1 credit
Prerequisite: 1) Biology I
2) C average or better in previous science classes;
3) Currently or have taken Chemistry;
4) Approval of current science teacher
5) Priority given to seniors

Physiology is an upper level science course that is designed to provide students with a
survey of the basic physiological and anatomical concepts of the human body. This class
is intended for students who dont necessarily meet the requirements for Honors
Physiology, yet still want to participate in a challenging curriculum that focuses on the
human body. Students are expected to be motivated learners and be able to handle a fair
amount of work outside of the class. Physiology is a lab science. The lab portion of this
class will be centered on the anatomy of the body. Students will work with microscopes
and medical instruments such as the blood pressure cuff. Students will participate in the
dissection of a cat. This class is recommended for those who are seriously interested in
pursuing a health career.

HONORS PHYSIOLOGY (#345)
Grades 11, 12
Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: 1) Biology I
2) B average or better in previous science classes;
3) Approval of current science teacher;
4) Have taken Chemistry
5) Priority given to seniors

Physiology is an honors level course that is designed to give students a complete survey of
the human body. The student must have an above average reading level. The text is at
college level. This course is primarily designed for individuals entering the health careers
fields. Homework is given but the majority of the grade is based on tests, quizzes and
laboratory work.

Physiology is a lab science. Lab is primarily the anatomy portion of this class. In lab the
students are required to learn identification of the bones and muscles as well as the
organ arrangement of each system. Students learn to handle such instruments as the
blood pressure cuff. Finally, students complete an intense unit on body tissue structure
through microscope work.
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SOCIAL STUDIES DEPARTMENT

WORLD HISTORY 9 (#412)
Grade 9

Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

A fundamental approach to World History, students taking this course are concurrently
enrolled in English 9. Emphasis in this course is placed upon the progress of Western
Civilization and map study.

WORLD HISTORY (#413)

Grades 9

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Satisfactory performance in verbal/reading ability on standardized tests and
above average grades in eighth grade language arts classes

World history stresses the progress of Western civilization from the pre-historic times to
the modern era. Also included in the course of study is a unit on African history and a
unit on Asiatic history. The end of the course stresses the relationship between the United
States and the Soviet Union/Russia in the post-World War II era.

US HISTORY I (#424)

Grade 10
Full year — 1 credit
Taken by all sophomores

This course is a chronological study of US history from Prehistory up to 1900. Major
emphasis is placed on the American Revolution, Westward expansion, the American Civil
War and the Second Industrial Revolution. The course is also designed to prepare
students for the Social Studies portion of the Ohio Graduation Test.

US HISTORY II (#434)

Grades 11

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Junior standing; fulfills state requirement for U.S. History

This course is a chronological study of US History from 1900 to present. The emphasis is
on understanding how the culture of an era affected events, on why events happened
rather than simply what happened, and what makes us uniquely American.

AP US HISTORY (#437)

Grades 11

Full year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Recommendation by the Social Studies and English departments;
Fulfills state requirement for U.S. History

This course follows the syllabus of the Advanced Placement program for United States
History.
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GOVERNMENT (#444)

Grade 12

Semester - 1/2 credit, Fulfills state requirement for government
Prerequisite: None

Government is a state required course. The study of government begins with the
philosophy of government. The next step is understanding the rights and responsibilities
of citizenship. This is accomplished through a thorough reading of the Constitution which
includes a detailed study of each branch of government. The reading progresses into state
government and the amendments of the Constitution. A discussion of problems of
democracy completes this course.

AP US GOVERNMENT & POLITICS (#447)
Grade 12
Full year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: Senior, successful completion of AP US History OR grade of B in
US History II and ONE of the following:
Permission of the Social Studies Department
90t percentile in Verbal or Reading on Placement Test
60 in Verbal on PSAT
600 in Verbal on SAT

This course follows the syllabus of the Advanced Placement Program for United States
Government and Politics.

WORLD GEOGRAPHY (#454)
Grade 11, 12

Semester - 1/2

Prerequisite: None

In this course, students will examine the world’s regions, countries, and important global
issues. They will study the various cultures around the world. Students will also explore
how places change over time and how people around the world have caused changes to
occur.

ECONOMICS (#481)
Grades 11, 12
Semester - 1/2 credit
Prerequisite: None

Economics is the study of the choices and decisions people make about how to use the

world’s resources. Understanding economics will help students make informed decisions
for themselves and assess the decisions made by others.
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CONTEMPORARY AMERICAN ISSUES (#491)
Grades 11, 12

Semester - 1/2 credit

Prerequisite: None

This course deals with news, primarily the national news. Through various media -
newspapers, magazines, radio and television - the students will learn the facts of various
issues in the news and how to formulate their own opinions. Controversy is encouraged
rather than avoided.

PSYCHOLOGY (#492)
Grades 11, 12
Semester - 1/2 credit
Prerequisite: None

Psychology is designed to provide students with an introduction into the field of
psychology so that they will be more prepared for entry into college level psychology
courses. The course of study includes material on the beginning of psychology as a
science; the people who have shaped the discipline; physical, emotional, and cognitive
development; senses and perception; consciousness; learning and conditioning.

PSYCHOLOGY II (#493)
Grades 11, 12
Semester - 1/2 credit

An in-depth look at different topics in Psychology. The course is intended to be more
challenging, building on Psychology (#492). Topics include: disorders and therapy,
intelligence, memory, and emotions and motivation. This course should also prepare
students for college level psychology.
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FOREIGN LANUGAGE DEPARTMENT

French

FRENCH I (#512)
Grades 9, 10, 11
Full Year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

The course introduces basic vocabulary and grammar. The language study is related to
the cultures, customs, history, and geography of France and other French-speaking
countries. Writing, listening, and speaking skills are developed.

FRENCH II (#522)

Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Full Year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: French I with a grade of C or better

Vocabulary is expanded, focusing on everyday, familiar topics. The grammar done in
French I is reviewed and new, more complex patterns are studied. With a larger
vocabulary and better knowledge of grammatical patterns, participating in French
conversations becomes easier and is encouraged. Writing skills are developed by using
models.

HONORS FRENCH III (#532)

Grades 10, 11, 12

Full Year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: French II with a grade of B or better

French III builds on the knowledge and skills of French I and French II. New vocabulary
and grammatical structures are introduced (particularly new verb tenses) enabling
students to improve communication skills. Knowledge of French culture (and that of
other French-speaking countries) is tied in with the vocabulary and grammar studied.

HONORS FRENCH 1V (#542)

Grades 11, 12

Full Year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: French Il with a grade of B or better

The format is basically the same as French IlI, with even more emphasis on oral
communication. As much French culture as possible is brought into the class through
books, discussions, food demonstrations, and films.
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Latin

LATIN I (#513)
Grades 9, 10, 11
Full Year - 1 credit
Prerequisite: None

Latin I begins with a systematic development of grammar and proceeds to translating
complex sentences. Students translate stories about a roman family and consequently
learn about Roman houses, road, slaves, travel conditions, aqueducts, the Forum
Romanum and the races at the Circus Maximus. They learn about the Olympians and
some of the heroes. Reading the text well is most important, with additional emphasis
on vocabulary development in English and Latin.

LATIN A/B (#520 / #530)

Latin A - Grades 9, 10, 11

Latin B — Grades 10, 11, 12

Full Year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Placement by Latin teacher

The first year of this course introduces the rudiments of Latin declensions and
conjugations using simple sentence structure and representative vocabulary for Latin-
English and English-Latin translations. A variety of learning tools is used. The second
year expands vocabulary in English and Latin and develops more skills in word usage
and translation.

These two years fulfill Fenwick’s foreign language graduation requirement but are not
designed for continued study of the language.

LATIN II (#523)

Grades 10, 11, 12

Full Year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Latin I with a grade of C or better

Latin II students continue the development of grammar and translate stories involving
the same family as in Latin I. They learn about the baths, the Colosseum, weddings, and
funerals. Reading the text well is most important, with additional emphasis on
vocabulary development in English and Latin.

HONORS LATIN III (#533)

Grades 11, 12

Full Year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Latin II with a grade of B or better

The Latin IIl course emphasizes translating and grammar review. Students learn the
gerundive and the passive periphrastic. Reading for the translations should include at
least Caesar and Cicero, and these may be supplemented with readings from other
authors at the teacher’s discretion. Authors from past years include: Plautus, Horace,
Catullus, Seneca, Pliny, Ovid, and Cornelius Nepos. Reading for meaning is stressed

HONORS LATIN III (#533) - continued

along with answering questions and writing essays using specific examples from the
Latin text. An introduction to the Aenid is given along with the differences between oral
and literary epic. The students translate the first 200-300 lines of Aenid 1 during the
fourth quarter.

HONORS LATIN IV - Dual Enrollment (#543)
Grades 11, 12

Full Year - 1 credit

Prerequisite: Latin III with a grade of B or better

Honors Latin covers the Advanced Placement syllabus for Virgil’'s Aenid. Students
translate 1,850 lines from the Aenid as selected by the AP syllabus. Students may opt
for dual enrollment credit for this class. College credit and grades will be awarded by
Xavier University.
