Work Study Opportunity & Informational Meeting Announced: For interested participants, an informational 30 

minute meeting will be held May 16, 2012 in the Main office at 3:00pm to finalize commitment and interest in this 

program. We will address the summer cleaning and light maintenance priorities as well as review the work study tuition 

credit program. Parents may attend this meeting along with the participating students.  

The Work Study program was instituted in 2011 to assist our community while addressing cleaning and light maintenance 

needs for the Bishop Fenwick School and grounds.
